LIVONIA, MI. - You matter.  And, 
everybody else matters in the womb 
and outside it. Everybody counts was 
the message that resounded loud 
and clear in  Burton Manor Thursday, 
March 25. 

Dozens of area metropolitan high 
school students from Oakland 
County and beyond chimed in with a 
crowd of 600 other pro-life 
enthusiasts, including Archbishop 
Allen Vigneron, leader of the Catholic 
Archdiocese of Detroit, who

Attorney General Mike Cox, among 
other civic and community leaders, 
including Pam Bouchard, were 
present.   

Like a litany, Archbishop Vigneron 
listed how to behave in the current, 
hostile climate in some 
corners, surrounding passage of 
health care reform recently: 

+ Don't let anger, frustration and 
disappointment boil over in action 
we'd regret; 

+ Condemn threats to do evil; and, 
among other guidelines, 

+ Breaking commandments is not the 
way to advance the Kingdom of God. 

Employing sports metaphors, such 
as intermissions and "time out" at 
athletic games,”we have our own 
March Madness, the prelate added, 
alluding to the college basketball 
tournament across the nation: "What 
shall we do tomorrow and in the 
future to respect all of life from the 
womb to natural death," he asked, 
pledging pastors to partner with 
Respect for Life of Michigan, be 
vigilant for life, and support the 
cause "with arms of life that need to 
keep extending." 

A $10,000 check from the Knights of 
Columbus Michigan State Council 
was presented to Right to Life, while 
others pledged financial support, 
including several tables of area high 
school students who chimed in, 
including Novi Catholic Central 
Jamal Jasser who vowed "help 
support the pro-life cause," and 
Brendan McClorey "who wants to get 
involved and stand up." 

Jessica Gatten  of Walled Lake 
Western pledged to support the 
Knights in pro-life activity, while 
Livonia Ladywood student leader 
Katie McDonald "wanted to support a 
good cause," and Walled Lake 
Northern's Shelby Diftenderfer also 
aims to continue to work with pro-
life. Pontiac Notre Dame Prep 
student Daniel Terzano "believes 
that one day we, as a country, will be 
pro-life. 

  "I wanted to support what I believe 
in, and, be around others who share 

my beliefs,"  South Lyon East High 
School student James Smith said. 

Local and state-wide councils of 
the Knights of Columbus, a 
Catholic fraternal men's 
organization, raise funds to provide 
ultrasounds for pregnant mothers 
to view their baby in the womb who 
tend to have a change of heart and 
mind and choose not to abort the 
baby once they see him or her 
moving inside. 

Several Oakland County clergy 
also attended, including 
Highland Holy Spirit Parish pastor, 
Father Leo Lulko.  Saint Louis 
Center, administrator, Father Enzo 
Addari of Chelsea said, "We're 
working for life with disabilities." 

As photos were taken and 
large videos of babies and buses to 
pro-life rallies in Washington, D.C., 
were viewed during the social time 
before the dinner, people 
expressed concerns about co-ed 
apartments at the University of 
Michigan, cohabiting couples, and 
large percentages of teens who 
have not been raised in the faith. 

"We love babies and can't imagine 
anyone killing one," Janelle Radtke 
of Walled Lake St. Matthew 
Lutheran Church said. Her 
husband, Gerry Radtke, who 
attends Our Savior Lutheran in
